DOUGLAS B-66 DESTROYER 

 

THE B-66 FIRST FLEW IN 1954 AND SERVED THE UNITED STATES AIR 

 FORCE UNTIL 1974.  FOUR MODELS WERE BUILT: A NUCLEAR ARMED  

BOMBER AND PHOTO, ELECTRONIC AND WEATHER RECONNAISSANCE  

MODELS. DURING THE COLD WAR, B-66 CREWS IN EUROPE STOOD 

 ALERT, READY TO DELIVER NUCLEAR WEAPONS AND JAM SOVIET 

 RADARS. B-66’S PARTICIPATED IN MANY OTHER OPERATIONS,  

 INCLUDING THE CUBAN MISSILE CRISIS AND THE PUEBLO INCIDENT.  

 

IN THE VIETNAM WAR, B-66’S WERE CONVERTED TO OFFENSIVE 

 ELECTRONIC WARFARE PLATFORMS TO BATTLE THE MOST EFFECTIVE  

AIR DEFENSES IN HISTORY. AT GREAT PERSONAL RISK, B-66 CREWS  

PROVIDED VITAL SUPPRESSION OF RADAR CONTROLLED WEAPONS, 

 ENABLING MANY AIR CREWS TO RETURN SAFELY FROM DANGEROUS
